
Directions:  Write one letter on the bottom of each of the

plastic cups with a permanent marker.  Write the same

letters on the sticky notes.  Randomly place the sticky

notes on the floor.  Have your child cover each sticky note

with the plastic cup that has the corresponding letter. 

 Depending on your child's skill level put out a few or

many letters for them to run, hunt and cover up their

letters.  Challenge your alphabet expert by playing a

short song in the background and have them race the

music to see if he/she can finish matching all of the

letters before the song ends.
